T Blight and substandard study (whether or not Tax Increment Financing can be used at the
development)

The New Neighborhoods project will be a new housing development in Rolling Hills with 19 new units tc
serve low to moderate income households, with 21 more units designed to absorb the demand for market
rate homes.
